Today, under the chairmanship of Mr. Nazriev Saidrakhmon – the First Deputy Minister of Economic Development and Trade of the Republic of Tajikistan​– the first meeting of the expanded Working Group on the coordination of activities of international organizations and state bodies for the  implementation of obligations of the Republic of Tajikistan in the World Trade Organization was held. The representatives from the ministries and state agencies, intenational organizations and private sector took active part in at the Working Group meeting current event. On October 31st  2014 the Government of the Republic of Tajikistan adopted the  Decree №691 “ On the Program of Adjustment of the Economy of the Republic of Tajikistan Related to the Membership in the World Trade Organization”. 

The main objectives of the program adopted by the government are  to create a favorable environment for the development of small and medium size enterprises, to attract foreign investment, to strengthen bilateral and multilateral cooperation with the WTO members, and to provide the advantages of the WTO membership to  the business community. This is done by taking the necessary measures to accelerate reforms in various sectors. The program is aimed at reducing unemployment, reducing poverty, and raising living standards of the population. 

This event was organized by the Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of the Republic of Tajikistan  in partnership with UNDP’s regional project “Wider Europe: Aid for Trade for Central Asia”. In the framework of this project the UNDP provides capacity building for the staff of the ministry and strengthens coordination and cooperation of the activities  of the partners in regards to the obligations of the Republic of Tajikistan in WTO.
